Salveson Ski Group Trustees Annual Report for the year 01 November 2006 to 31 October 2007.

1. Ski Trip to Winter Park, Colorado, USA – 25 March 07 to 02 April 06.  This year we took 8 teenagers (4 girls, 4 boys), between the ages of 13 and 18 to the National Sports Centre for the Disabled in Winter Park, Colorado.  They had 6 days skiing using specially adapted equipment such as sit-skis and frames, with training from volunteer Instructors who specialise in teaching Adaptive Skiing.  The trip was supported by 12 Volunteers, including a team Doctor and 2 team Nurses.  Each Young Person has one-to-one care.  The group flew with British Airways from London Heathrow to Denver and we were met by representatives of the Lakewood Police Department who kindly sponsor us and provide transport and some much needed food on arrival and departure.  Accommodation was in the Viking Lodge in Winter Park.  There were no major injuries and the trip went as planned, although our Chairman had to withdraw from coming at the last minute.  It was a most amazing experience for the Young People and the Volunteers, the weather was ideal for most of the time and all the photos are available on the Website in the 2007 trip diary.

2. Follow-up after the Trip.  This year we have kept in touch with many of the young people who have been instrumental in helping develop the new web site and have provided many useful ideas and points to consider.  The executive committee have met several times to discuss the future of the charity, most recently at the AGM held in October 2007.  .

3. Trustees.  The charity this year has had to accept the resignations from both Phil White and Tina Bough, although both may be on a temporary basis.  The remaining three trustees are supported by a strong committee and some keen volunteers, and we are very grateful for their help.

4. Fundraising.  This year we have managed to raise only a small amount of funds and, as always, we are extremely grateful to the companies who have supported us.  There have been no specific events although we are in the process of registering with various fundraising organisations.  We have been allocated a space in a future London Marathon.

5. Trip 2008.  The decision was taken at the AGM to cancel the 2008 trip.  The prime reason was due to a lack of funds.  The committee decided that there was a need to stop the trip, which would have had only 6 or 8 Young People, and put the limited resources towards a larger trip in 2009.

6. Web Site.  The web site has been completely redesigned and includes many new features, including fundraising, trips, news, an electronic newsletter and links to all our sponsors and supporters.  The site has also moved to a new host and can be found at www.salvesonskigroup.org 
7. Accounts.  The liaisons we have with our current supporters are extremely valuable and we are grateful for their support.  We look forward to their continued support and we also hope to establish new liaisons with other supporters and friends in the future.  The accounts for the year are healthy and have been submitted by the accountants along with this report to the Charity Commission.

8. The Future of SSG.  The trip in 2007 has been an incredible experience for the 8 Young People and 12 Volunteers involved and the benefit that this charity provides to each group is huge.  The trustees and volunteers involved are committed to the future of this charity and are working hard to secure the future of the trips and the charity as a whole.


9. Thank You.  The effort required to run a trip is considerable but without the support of our friends and the encouragement and time from all our volunteers, fundraisers and families, these trips would not be possible.  We would like to thank everybody involved with Salveson Ski Group and hope that 2008 is a productive year for us all.
